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Bannockburn Monument to be funded

by Heritage Lottery.

Scene of a defining event in Scottish history that propelled the
nation down the road to independence from England, the site of
the Battle of Bannockburn is set to become home to a £10 million
visitor centre, after the Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) backed
plans to transform the run-down site.Its backing means the new
complex will be ready in time for the second Year of Homecom-
ing celebrations, which the Scottish Government is planning to
coincide with the 700th anniversary of the battle in 2014. The
new facilities will be much more ambitious than originally envis-
aged, while extra improvements to the battlefield site itself will
be carried out.

Better promotion of Bannockburn is promised to link it
with historic attractions nearby, such as Stirling Castle and the
Wallace Monument. The existing Bannockburn heritage centre,
which dates back to the 1970s, will be demolished to make way
for a new complex, which will offer visitors a virtual flavour of

the bloody confrontation between the Scots and the English.

The HLF yesterday pledged £3.69m towards the project
- being jointly pursued by the National Trust for Scotland and
Historic Scotland - which is being sensitively designed to blend
in with the Stirlingshire landscape. The Scottish Government had
already ringfenced £5m for the project, which has won the sup-
port of opposition politicians, due to the outdated nature of the
current facilities. It is hoped the new Bannockburn complex,
being designed by acclaimed Edinburgh architects Reiach & Hall,
will emulate the success of the updated visitor centre at the Cul-
loden battlefield, which won plaudits for having a minimal im-
pact on the landscape.

Battle of Harlaw Hexacentennial.

THE 600th anniversary of one of the bloodiest battles in medieval
history was commemorated in the north of Scotland yesterday.
The Battle of Harlaw was a clan battle fought on 24 July, 1411,
just north of Inverurie in Aberdeenshire. The Lord Provost of
Aberdeen, Peter Stephen, and Aberdeenshire provost Bill Howat-
son attended the ceremony, held at the Battle of Harlaw monu-
ment near Inverurie. They were joined by members of clans that
took part in the battle, one of a series fought during the Middle
Ages between the barons of north-east Scotland against those
from the west coast. The 12th-century battle was fought over
competing claims to the Earldom of Ross by the Duke of Albany

and Donald, Lord of the Isles. The service formed part of Aber-

deen's Tartan Week, which sees a number of events arranged to
commemorate the Battle of Harlaw.

Our National Poets: Walter Scott

This mention of Scott has a faint Vermont connection.
Scott’s early poetic output included dramatic poems de-
signed to bring to life various ancient Scots ballads. One
of these was “Rokeby,” a story in heroic couplets published
in 1812 and named from a castle in the Border country.
The theme foreshadows Scott’s wildly successful novel
(published anonymously a few years later), “Waverly.”
Rokeby features a quiet, studious young man, a beautiful
maiden, a villain, a scalawag, and a handsome and active
young man (who does not get the maiden). The Vermont
connection: Vermont writer Rowland Robinson named his
farm near Vergennes “Rokeby” sometime around 1820.
Curiously, Rokeby Manor in Yorkshire was owned by Rob-
insons in the 18th century, a fact mentioned by Scott in his
footnotes. Rokeby in Vermont is an interesting museum to
visit, and yet another monument to the power of Walter
Scott’s poetry.

Scots Names: MaclIntosh

In Gaelic, Mac-an-Toisich [son of the thane or chieftan].
Family history, which has no written corroboration, derives
the family from Shaw, younger son of Constantine, 3d Earl
of Fife in about 1100. Heraldic images support this story.
William, 16th Chief known as Duachtonmore, quarreled
about 1540 with his Lord, Earl of Huntly. He was exe-
cuted at Aberdeen in 1550. In 1688, Lachlan, 19th Chief,
joined in the last great clan battle against the MacDonells
at Mulroy. His son Lachlan, created Lord Maclntosh, died
without issue 1731. The succession was irregular for a
century. In 1745, William MaclIntosh of Daviot supported
King George while his wife went out for the Pretender.
The present chief, Lachlan Ronald, has sold much of the
estate but still holds Moy Hall.

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Slogans, mottoes, battle cries in Clan Heraldry

This is now the third piece on Clan Cries and Slogans. The registry in Edinburgh warns that many
of these slogans have been first registered with the court of Lord Lyon in the 20th Century, often
without supporting documentation. Some make reference to a common rallying point (Buchanan
uses “Clar Innis,” island in Loch Lomond), some repeat the family name (a Home, a Home, a
Home), and some refer to a prominent member of the clan (Maclean, “Another one for Hector”).
Here are some more from the list registered with Lord Lyon.

Clan Cranston: Slogan Corehouse [apparently name of the Chieftain’s estate]
Donnachaidh “Garg’n uair dhuisgear” [Gaelic: Fierce when roused]
Drummond “Gang Warily” [i.e. watch your step]

Farguharson “Carn na Cuimhne” [Gaelic: “Cairn of Remembrance”]
Forbes “Lonach” [A mountain in Strathdon]

Forsyth “Instaurator Ruinae” [Latin: “Rebuilder of ruins”]

Fraser “Caistel Dhum” [Gaelic for Castle Downie]

Gordon “An Gordonach” [Gaelic for “A Gordon™]

Grant “Craig Elachaidh” [Gaelic for “rock of alarm”]

Gregor “Ard-coille” [Gaelic for “top of the woods”]

Grierson “Lag” [home of the chief]

Hannay “Sorbie [home of the chief]

Hay “The Hay!”

Henderson “Fordell” [home of chief in the leading branch of the family]
Johnstone “Lochwood” [principal home]

REMARKABLE SCOTTISH CASTLES
Scotland features some very fine castles, though in keeping with her smaller population they
are on a much smaller scale than some of the more southerly English castles. Caerlaverock, pictured
beside this, is off the usual American tourist itiner-
ary the Southwest, near Carlisle. Located in a
vast complex of wetlands near the Solway Firth, it
is operated by Historic Scotland. It was destroyed
during the Civil Wars in the 17th Century, and
never restored as a habitation. This was the home
of the Maxwell family for several centuries,
Given its highly strategic location on the border
just north of Carlisle, it was frequently among the
first properties attacked when England invaded
Scotland. The Maxwells built a fine Renaissance
dwelling inside the castle in about 1634, but in 1640 it fell to the Covenanting Army, was largely
dismantled and never again occupied. This property, along with parts of the Roman Wall and the
stunning castle called Hermitage in the Douglas country, make for a very scenic tour to a wonderful
part of Scotland. The surrounding marshlands are considered a National Heritage Wetland.
